FROM THE PRINCIPAL 

FROM THE SCHOOL PASTOR 
This past Wednesday, when the ‘cool’ and ‘wet’ had finally arrived, there was a 
perceptible “relaxing” of muscles and moods...and clear signs and sighs of 
exhaustion.  The past weeks have been, even for those of us who have not been directly 
affected by the destructive fires, a time of anxious energy and physical discomfort from 
heat and smoke and wind and dry.  The cool showers presented enough relief to give us 
a sense of comfort and hope. 
The current weeks of Lent, in our worship calendar, are a season traditionally given to 
reflection and repentance.  By ‘walking’ with Jesus towards his suffering and dying we 
are reminded of the reality of human weakness and sin, and of our desperate need for 
God’s saving power.  (Make sure you take the journey all the way to Easter!)  There is a 
danger, whenever we focus on ourselves in repentance, of getting twisted up and tired 
out by the hot, dry, anxious energy that goes into thinking about all that is wrong.  Even 
the disciplines of fasting (What are you giving up for Lent?) and repentance present the 
danger of becoming so self-focussed that they run the risk of becoming quite self-
discouraging or even self-destructive. 
The point of walking towards the cross with Jesus is that we can focus on him!  In the 
middle of what is wrong is the one who is right; the one who puts all things right, makes 
all things new.  In reflecting on weakness and suffering, we see his power present in 
compassion for us and commitment to us.  As much as Lent is a season of “repenting” in 
the presence of sin, it is a season of “relaxing” in the presence of Jesus! 
May Jesus’ compassion “soothe and replenish” you.
